	The water quality group has been very active since our last IPE meeting, they are in regular& frequent contact with one another regarding water quality issues. 
Tony shared his positive experience water testing at Community Science Center (CSI) lab. The water group is exploring grant opportunities and possible organizations to approach to apply for & oversee a water testing program in the STEPS neighborhood .Goal is to protect the health of residents by implementing federal standards and guidelines which are lacking here.

Standing RISERS meeting -3rd Tuesday of the month-(May 15) works well for two speakers, others to be contacted /confirmed later this week .Drafts of promotional poster and proposed Community Engagement Buttons for the forum. Feedback solicited on the draft engagement themed buttons reflecting STEPS focus areas and state

	Talked about ways to minimize sources of surface and groundwater pollution in the watersheds and protect Seneca and Cayuga Lakes. Our plan is to provide the community with education as how to do that by offering a STEPS Sustainability Forum kickoff event with follow- up workshops planned. Event tentatively scheduled  for May 15th (more on Sustainability Forum agenda item) 
Community Science Center (CSI) can provide a map or schematic  view of how creeks flow in our catchment area 
Members are enthusiastic about the opportunities the event presents to learn & engage together about the connection between our environment and health and well-being.

A panel of speakers will address the topics:
Four town sustainability, between the lakes watershed, wildlife and habitat overview, participants will create an action plan for managing waste, water & habitat for a healthy home - inside and out.
	Continue to educate ourselves & others on water quality issues –Workgroup members attended the HABS public forum in late October and shared a summary of notes with the rest of the workgroup. Stay informed regarding the proposed Romulus incinerator project which would potentially have a negative impact on Seneca Lake and the environment.
