Public Works Cmte. of Seneca Co. Board of Supervisors (BOS) directed John Snyder, architect to seek bids for 3 Bear project to include a concrete patio to install 2 tables upon (Mr. Snyder recommends sidewalk be replaced with concrete. (Not new slate as originally proposed) due to safety reasons. The patios will be placed in line with the gazebo, not as close to Main St. as proposed initially  
Library addition will match existing building –include large to include youth room, an elevator 
	Discussed Community Science Center (CSI) recommendations for creek water sampling in STEPS neighborhood. List includes creeks in STEPS geography not currently monitored for water quality:
1.Sheldrake-Ovid
2.Mill -Lodi

3.Indian -Willard
4.Big Hallow-Romulus

· Small stream cohort in Interlaken: Headwaters east of Lodi- Townline Rd.  There are 5 small streams.
Monitoring cost in the range of 15 K annually to test the 4 creeks- water quality group considering grant opportunities and partners to fund & help carry out project.
3 Bears project to go before BOS – for full vote 3/13
	Village Interlaken: Water tank is in need repair. Leak is on the inside of tank .Tony DePlato, Water Commissioner, secured some emergency funding for the repair from Sen. Helming -decision re repair methods and plan to replace the tower are underway in collaboration with engineers, and Seneca County.
Sampling process overview discussed-Volunteers need training on kits used for collection.
Caroline Hoover will help guide us as “citizen scientists “in stream monitoring
Library will not alter programming schedule – some events may be held offsite as there are times the building must close – 3 Bears complex will be used as will Ovid Fire Dept. and Federated Church.
